Summer Driver Education will be offered at Woods Cross High School through the Davis County School
District during the summer of 2021 and it is a blast. The classroom portion of this course will meet for 10 days,
3 hours per day; attendance each day is mandatory and non-negotiable. If your student is unable to commit
to attending all days, this is not the course for you. Students must have a valid Learner Permit and payment
to enroll in this class. Registration will be completely online starting Monday, March 1st e 7:30

AM. Registration will remain open until slots are filled. Please remember to add the permit number and issue
date at registration. Slots will fill up rapidly and space is limited. Registration is on a first come, first serve
basis. The course meets all state of Utah requirements for becoming a licensed driver, and upon completion of
this course, 1/4 credit toward graduation for all Davis County School District students is available. The driving
portion will not be completed during the dates of the course and will be arranged by the instructor after the
class dates in July and August. Each student will have six hours of calculated driving time and will be
scheduled in addition to the time and dates spent in the classroom. For example, Class is held from June
14»to June 25+—driving groups will be after that in July and August and will be for one full week and
students will sign up for the driving groups during class. Please print this flier so you can remember the
dates.

* Please register online @ the Woods Cross High School website. Registration will begin on Monday,
March 1%t at 7:30 AM. Class size is limited to 40 students each session and will be filled first come, first
serve for each session.

« Each student should obtain a Learner Permit at the Driver License Division prior to registration, before the
class starts, and begin driving as soon as possible. Students Must hold a permit for a minimum of six
months.

* To obtain a Learner Permit, students must pass a written test at the DLD with 80% or higher; take in two
forms of 1.D. (Original Birth Certificate and Social Security Card), a parent/legal guardian, and pay a $15.00
fee. Visit the DLD website for practice tests.

* Behind the wheel training will be arranged by the instructor with each student. Students will sign up for the
desired week to drive during the months of July and August once classes have started.
